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Parking Restrictions on the JCA Site 

A reminder of parking restrictions on our school site: 

 

¶ Our site follows a One-Way System. You must obey this when driving on the school site. 

¶ Parking on double yellow lines is strictly prohibited unless you are a disabled Blue Badge 
holder. 

¶ Yellow zig-zag liens outside schools indicate a length of road where stopping is strictly 
prohibited. 

¶ Parents are strictly prohibited from parking in the car park nearest the academy at the end of 
the day to wait to pick up their child. 

 

Failure to observe these rules can result in serious consequences and very heavy penalties. A 

recent incident involved a visitor to the school site reversing into a resident’s driveway and

Y7: John Cabot Academy vs Hanham Woods Academy 

The Year 7s had their first competitive football fixture against a strong Hanham team. Despite 

valiant effort and a fantastic attitude to learning, the team eventually lost 8-2. Man of the 

match was Corey, who pulled off some fine saves and kept the score down considerably. 

 

Y7: John Cabot Academy vs SBL 

Two days later, the Year 7s had a home fixture against SBL on the astro at JCA. Miss Price was 
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very impressed with their knowledge and understanding in warm-ups and preparation, 

although unfortunately on this occasion it did not translate into a win, with a final score of 12-

1. 

 

Although these scores are clearly heavy losses, it was fantastic to see so many students enjoy 

themselves so much. Despite the disappointment there was no sign of negativity or fixed 

mindsets. The boys showed a great attitude to learning and towards the officials and teachers.  

 

This (in my opinion) is more important than winning: the ability to win or lose with dignity. We 

can develop and improve skills, but first a good attitude to learning is necessary, and the boys 

showed this in abundance. Moreover, as adults facilitating matches and games, it is pleasing 

to see students enjoy their extracurricular time so much. 

 

Y8: John Cabot Academy vs Hanham Woods Academy 

This year we have been able to enter Year 8s into both rugby and football leagues, and the 

Year 8s’ game vs Hanham was effectively their first competitive football match at JCA. Due to 

illness, the boys only had 10 players! 

 

The Year 8s just about missed coming away with a win. The possession and shots ratio made 

a very even game, with some fantastic passing and moving creating multiple chances. The 

eventual result of 2-1 to Hanham was unfortunate, but the boys can look forward to playing 

next year and seeing if they can win at the next opportunity. They certainly showed the 

potential – and, most importantly, the team spirit – to do so.

A home game saw the hosts play some fantastic football. This time, with 3 subs, JCA were able 

to pass and move, creating opportunities and chances galore. The first half was a tight affair.
